Strain Relief

Strain relief is an integral part of CW Card Edge connector. A
strain relief lip is molded into the connector body. Upon installation
of the cover, this lip causes a strain relief bend in the cable that
prevents forces applied to the cable from being transferred to the
IDC termination.

Polarization

Positive polarization is available on all CW card edge connectors.
A polarizing key, inserted into a V-slot located between any two
contacts, fits into a corresponding .037 in. slot cut into the PC
board. This technique not only provides positive polarization
without loss of a contact position, but also helps ensure precise
alignment of the contacts to the PC board’s pads.

Assembly

Assembling these connectors is both fast and easy using only a
simple bench press. The connector body is designed to orient the
cable to the contact tines, and the factory preassembled cover
permits termination of all conductors in one step—simply apply
opposing parallel forces on the connector cover and base.
